· You must be a High School Senior currently enrolled or planning to enroll in a degree program (with proof of application or counselor recommendation).  Part-time students are acceptable when enrolled in a degree program.
· You must be pursuing a degree in Construction Management, Architecture, or Engineering.  
· You must currently have a cumulative GPA of at least 3.0. 
· You must be able to provide official transcripts of all High School work if requested.
· You cannot apply if you are a previous recipient of the CMAA Hawaii Chapter Scholarship.
· You must be a resident of Hawaii


2026 Scholarship Recipient Requirements:
· Scholarship recipient must prepare and submit a brief video (1 minute or less) describing themselves, his/her favorite activities and why he/she desires a career in construction management.
